The Housing Market Assessment Area for Cardigan is based on the Travel to Work Area which extends into North Pembrokeshire, including areas of Pembrokeshire Coast National Park. There is a difference of 945 affordable housing units between the provision in Ceredigion County Council’s Local Development Plan and the need identified.
The following Community Council areas are within the Cardigan Travel to Work Area:

Boncath, Cilgerran, Clydau, Crymych, Eglwyswrw, Manordeifi, Nevern and St Dogmaels. Table 1, below, shows details of affordable housing need and planned and anticipated provision based on the National Park Authority’s Adopted Local Development Plan and Pembrokeshire County Council’s emerging Deposit Local Development Plan.

There is a mismatch of affordable housing provision (36) with the identified need (70) within that area of north Pembrokeshire of an estimated 34 units. The area of the National Park within this wider area of north Pembrokeshire is typically rural, the only identified Centre wholly within the National Park area being the small village of Felindre Farchog. In addition, a very small portion of the Tier 3 settlement of Crymych is within the National Park. The majority of the village is within Pembrokeshire County Council’s planning jurisdiction. The National Park Authority has allocated a brownfield site in Crymych for 15 houses. In our Deposit Plan the site was allocated wholly for affordable housing, but the Inspector, in his binding report recommended that this be reduced to 50% provision
. This site can therefore provide 8 affordable houses. An additional unit may be provided on a small, unallocated site within the Centre boundary of Felindre Farchog. 

The numbers of affordable houses anticipated from Pembrokeshire County Council’s allocations contained in their Deposit Local Development Plan are listed in the table.
 Across the area an unknown additional provision may arise from development of speculative sites.

The National Park Authority has provided for a target across the National Park of 530 affordable housing units in its Adopted Local Development Plan. It is anticipated that this will provide for the identified backlog of need (460 units) and for some of the newly arising need (estimated to be between 60 – 100 per year during the Plan period). A high percentage of affordable housing provision is required by the National Park Local Development Plan – generally 50% but rising to up to 100% in certain locations depending on the identified level of affordable housing need. In the Cardigan travel to work area it has been identified as 50% provision.
 
The purpose of this representation is to advise of affordable housing provision made in the National Park Authority’s Adopted Local Development Plan. The Authority has, through its Local Development Plan, sought to maximise opportunities to deliver affordable housing. This should assist in any future debate on the adequacy of supply in the area where many factors such as viability and capacity may be examined.
